The TVCBs are cast from the firm’s premium quality, high-
strength (50N/mm2) concrete and are 800mm (H),  
450mm (W), 3,000mm (L) and weigh 2,500kg. The 
barriers meet the full requirements of ‘EN 1317 Compliant 
Road Restraints Systems for Temporary Safety Barriers’ 
and can be delivered throughout the UK mainland.
